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G2 User Forum – 5th May 2017

Brief Summary of Actions/Recommendations from the G2 Forum 
1. CBICT Support details of schools:   please check who in your school is receiving our email communications/newsletters. We have asked schools to let us know new admin staff names and any changes of email addresses. 

Please check the ‘Email Trail’ link on our website www.cbict.org.uk for a list of all communications sent out from CBICT. You can request a copy of the communication by email admin@cbict.org.uk 

Also let us know if you are new to G2/new administrator in school and require training on G2.

Website password access to forum documents – passwords will change for the new academic year (from September).

Our new 17/18 services flyer will be circulated after May half term. Schools that have ordered services will be emailed the new passwords at the start of the new academic year.
 

2. ParentHub – new free parental communications facility.

3. Census 16/17 – Proficiency in English for EAL pupils – reminder that this field needs to be updated (possibly termly) until “Fluent” is reached.
Early First Year (E!) and Early Second Year (E”) are available to use now – so if any school starting to extend nursery provision, please be aware.

4. Oct Census date 5th Oct – important for pupil funding.  Ensure Year End process starts early this term to prepare G2 for all new pupils for September intake AND printing teacher class lists for next – all available within the Year End function.


5. Census 17/18 – URN is new item and also extended 15 childcare hours for eligible working parents who can evidence this with a 30 Hour code. 


6. Create CTFS – can be done when the pupil is in the Current or Former Roll. Destination schools will be asking for this information now so please send this on. An updated CTF can be sent later in the year when the attendance data is finalised. 
Also important is to import information from CTF files – historical SEN< attendance, movement history and PP history all come through this way.


7. Pupil Premium pupils: Schools need to be aware that there can be 4 different situations relating to PP pupils: i.e. those that are entitled to FSM currently and for whom are also PP (school in receipt of PP funds); PP only and not currently entitled to FSM; entitled to FSM only and NOT yet PP – schools not received funds yet) and finally a pupil who was entitled to FSM for a period of time but not yet PP. 


8. Data Protection Act – current legislation requires Privacy Notices to be sent out to ‘first time’ parents in the school – templates are available on our essentials Forum page.


9. New General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR) replacing the DPA in May 2018. Places increased responsibility on organisations to ensure that data is safe and secure. Guide from ICO available on web page. 
Further guidance expected from ASCL in over the next few months.

In the meantime, check your school’s E-Security Policy – audit what information you hold, where it comes from and who you share it with. How are you seeking, obtaining and recording consent. 


10. DfE’s national Data Exchange Project – this project is now gaining momentum and very likely to go forward as it is policy independent. It aims to draw data from G2 on a regular basis removing the need for schools to manually extract and upload data to COLLECT for census and other collections. It is about to start a BETA stage and DfE would like some volunteer schools to help them. (2 schools have expressed an interest to be involved).


11. Analyse School Performance (ASP) replacement for Raise – emails sent to main administrators of Rasieonline to alert that ASP is now available and to create user accounts to access it.
ASP contains 2016 school and national data. It will hold 2017 – hopefully much earlier than previously released national data in the autumn. 
School administrators are advised to sort out user accounts well before September before 2017 results released and their help desk become inundated!


12. Summer assessments – a task calendar for assessments available on the new Summ Ass 17 menu on our website. 
Important that schools are aware of what needs to be returned. The process not only involves recording end of key stage results data but also quality assuring the data and being certain as to which pupils should be included in the return (particularly leavers and starters).


13. Performance Dashboard – part of our summer assessment package. Graphs tabulated end of key stage results data and can be effectively used with presenting performance information to Governors, SLT and external advisors.
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
